Attendance 

Policy:
Class attendance is the number one predictor of success for all college students. Attendance reflects responsible work habits and attitudes that the business community expects and highly values.  You are responsible for your learning and your future, and thus, you are expected to be on time for and attend all classes.


Your attendance will be recorded every day, will become part of your permanent record, and may be reviewed by your future employers.  You will receive the following attendance marks daily:



P - Present for the entire class


T - Arriving late for class, returning late from break, or leaving early



A - Absent for the entire class

This class will require daily attendance in order to participate and meet course objectives.   There will be at least one graded learning activity every day of the course that will require your involvement.  No opportunities to make up these assignments exist.

You are to notify the school of all necessary absences.  Notifying the instructor or the department chair of all anticipated absences is likewise required.  Any assignment or test missed as a result of your absence may be made up at the teacher ‘s discretion.  You are required to provide written verification of your responsible absence.  

You may be withdrawn or dismissed from Remington College if you are absent for 25% of total clock hours, regardless of the reason behind your absence/s.  It is your responsibility to contact the Department Chair, if you are missing class in an effort to avoid being dropped.

Make Up:
You will be required to speak with the instructor about procedures for assignments prior to or following class, no later than the day of your return to class following an absence.  The instructor and you will determine a date and time for rendering missed work.


Any work accepted as late will have points deducted per day it is late.  The instructor reserves the right to not grade work not tendered on the re-assigned date.  In the case of an “responsible” absence involving a quiz grade, the next quiz grade may be doubled.  


Upon returning to class from an absence, the student is expected to participate fully in the class.  It remains the student’s responsibility to obtain and be apprised of all lecture material, handouts, instructions and/or pertinent information regarding the course.
